Infusion helps teachers establish direct linkages across disciplines
and provides students with opportunities to use different modes of expression. It encourages active
learning where unlimited imagination, partnered with purpose, structure and discipline, help students
make connections within multidisciplinary work.

Creating a positive school climate where the walls between classrooms and disciplines are removed and
learning conditions are improved are primary benefits to using the Infusion arts-enriched learning model.
